I am very saddened to share the news of the passing of our colleague, mentor, friend, and legend,

Dr. Lowell Diller. Lowell was a conservation hero, having worked for nearly 25 years as the senior
biologist at the Green Diamond Resource Company, where he made an indelible impact on the conservation
of wildlife on private and heavily managed timberlands. He supported colleagues and students alike on
various research projects that took place on Green Diamond land, as well as in other regions, on a huge

Lowell collaborated with Humboldt State as an adjunct professor in the Wildlife Department, where he
taught courses, mentored senior undergraduates, and sat on committees of several graduate students. He
produced over 35 peer-reviewed publications and reports, and received numerous awards including a
"Lifetime Achievement Award" by the Society of Northwestern Vertebrate Biology just this year and
"Mentor of the Year Award" by the Western Section of the Wildlife Society in 2010.
